The winner of the first Adelaide Perry Prize has been announced. The winning image is a drawing of Bathurst, as seen through the living room window of Rachel Ellis. The prize is worth $15 000, and there is also a $2000 public choice award.

Judge Hendrik Kolenberg, Senior Curator of Australian Prints, Drawings and Watercolours at the Art Gallery of NSW, said, “Each of the three [finalists] are remarkable draughtsmen and women, and truly celebrate drawing; not just image-making but the drawing. But in the end it is the quality [of Rachel Ellis' work] that impresses."

Ellis said, “My intention was to convey the sensation of what I saw and felt. I was drawn to the light interacting with the shapes and forms both inside and out and the way light can transform what we see.”
